They will focus on the
importance oY the river
Nile for the Egyptian
people and how it is still
significant today.
Children will explore the
process of

mummi fication and the
afterlife. They will
research the significance
of the pyramids and
will try to find out why
they became a less
popular choice for
Egyptian people to bury
their dead.

Let's explore Equpt

In this unit, children will beg'm
bg locat'mg Eggp‘t on a world
map. They will identify main

cities of Equpt, locate on a Map

and will compare with British

cities. Theg will make deductions

about life in Eggpt From
pictures of Lomdscape and
explore the desert landsoape.

Children will explore how

animals and wildlife survive in

this climate. They will look at

climate zones comparing Eggpt

with the UK. Children will

investigate the importance of the

River Nile for the Egyptian
people and how it helps them
survive. They will explore the
importance of the Suez Canal
and its route between Europe

and Asia, makmg it one of the

most important passageways in
the world. Children will explore
key physical and geographical
Jeatures of Egypt including
landmarks and climate.
Children will explore Aspects of
life in modern Eqypt making
comparisons with the UK.

The Tudors and
Stuarts

In this unit, children
will develop their
understanding of the
monarchy and will
study key historical
Jigures in more depth.
After exploring the
Tudors, children will
have some prior
knowledge about
Elizabeth |. They will
Jind out what happened
when she died without
leaving an heir to the
throne. Children will
find out about James |
and key historical events
such as the gunpowder
plot. They will finish
the topic by researching
how Charles I's

disastrous reign led 1o

Civil War.
